▶ Convey the following to the dispatcher: 

   １ Kaji desu. (There is a fire.) / Kyukyu desu. (There is an emergency.) 

２ Your current location （nearby landmarks and/or buildings） 

３ The situation （Fire: what is burning / Medical Emergency: illness or injury condition） 

４ Your name and phone number

▶ Convey the following to the dispatcher: 

   １ The event or incident 

２ Your current location (nearby landmarks and/or buildings) 

３ The situation （Victims/wounded, perpetrator description, etc.）

〇 Always check for new information and announcements.

Fires, Medical Emergencies, Crimes, and Accidents 

Natural Disasters 
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〇 In Saijo, a siren will sound whenever the water in the dam is being released. It is a signal 

that the dam will discharge excess water. 

〇 Heavy rain may increase the water level of the river. Please avoid approaching the river. 

〇 Listen to the news and announcements, and evacuate as soon as possible, if necessary. 

 

【Earthquakes】 

 

▶ Prior to an Earthquake 

〇 Japan is particularly prone to earthquakes. It’s said that Saijo is overdue for a big one. 

〇 Be prepared for earthquakes. It can save your life! 

〇 Refrain from blocking exits with furniture. 

〇 Refrain from placing objects that can fall over in your bedroom or your children’s room. 

〇 Leave a flashlight and an emergency disaster kit in an easy-to-access location. 

 

▶ During an Earthquake 

〇 Protect your head by getting underneath a table or any other surface. 

〇 Turn off any stoves or any other sources of open flames. 

〇 Secure an emergency exit. 

〇 Earthquakes can last for some time. Don’t move from cover – wait until the shaking stops. 

〇 Once the shaking has stopped, grab your emergency disaster kit and evacuate to a 

shelter. 

 

【Tsunamis】 

 

〇 Evacuate as far away from the ocean as possible. 

〇 Evacuate to higher ground. 

〇 Refrain from driving cars. 

 

【Emergency Disaster Kit】 

 

〇 Prepare the following items and make your own disaster kit. 

〇 Leave it in an easy-to-access location in case of a disaster.
